Beyond simply delivering a message, Social and Behavior Change Communication (SBCC) is the systematic application of theory-based, research-
driven communication strategies to address individual level change and change within broader environmental and structural levels. As USAID’s
flagship Materal and Child Survival Program (MCSP), we have the opportunity to reach women and their families throughout Asia and Africa with
contextualized SBCC approaches at both facility and community levels.

MCSP works to advance global learning on
evidence-based approaches for promoting
RMNCH SBCC. For example, a study in
Tanzania is exploring sociocultural and
environmental cues to birth spacing and
optimal nutritional behaviors. It will test
the use of innovative communication
approaches for influencing nutrition and
family planning perceptions and practices
among women, their family members,
village leaders, and health providers.
